Brother Francis J. Molz, S.M. 

After almost a year we still have vivid memories of the very sud­
den and unexpected death of Brother Francis J. Molz, S.M. on September 
3. He was born in Baltimore fifty-five years ago and entered the Society 
of Mary in 1908. His two teaching assignments before going to Fribourg, 
Switzerland for his graduate work in lS20, were at St. George's school 
in Cincinnati and at the Normal School of the Society of Mary in Dayton. 
In 1924 Brother Molz came to the University of Dayton with his doctorate 
in biology from Fribourg to teach in the division of science. In 1935 he 
became associate dean and head of the division of science. 

Dr. Molz was a most interesting teacher and a successful leader 
and organizer. Under his direction the School of Nursing of St. Elizabeth 
Hospital and the Medical Technology School of Miami Valley Hospital 
were affiliated with the University. His interests extended beyond the 
pale of the University. He was a member of four scientific societies. 

His students respected and revered him highly. He had an un­
usual quality of making himself agreeable and liked by everyone, and 
the young medics always came back to the University to see "Doc" as 
~hey _all called him. His passing was not only a severe shock to us but 
also a great loss to the University. He was a man of scholarship, vision, 
and devotion to duty. Our memory of him will long remain fresh.

Advance military training classes are offered by the U. D. Reserve 

Officers Training Corps to a limited number of students upon completion 
of two years basic work. Veterans of World War IL by virtue of their 
military service, are eligible for selection without having taken this basic 
course. Selections from the eligible cadets are made by the professor of 
Military Science and Tactics, who notes particularly the applicant's or 
cadet's scholastic standing, military discipline, aptness, capacity for 
leadership, and physical fitness. 

Both junior and senior classes devote three class hours a week to 
theoretical subjects and two hours to practical training as cadet officers 
in drill with the various companies of the R.O.T.C. Battalion. 

During the summer vacation the majority of cadet officers will 
attend the summer cadet camp at Fort Meade, Maryland, where they 
will receive intensive training in the practical application of the princi­
ples and theory they learned in class. 

Upon the successful conclusion of the advanced course, plus the 
designated training period at an R.OT.C. summer camp, the student is 
commissioned a second lieutenant in the Reserve Army of the United 
States. 
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The two year basic course of infantry train­
ing is compulsory for all male, non-veteran 
students of the University who are physically 
fit. The purpose of the basic course is to teach 
the fundamentals of military drill and organi­
zation and the use of the individual weapons 
as well as to prepare the cadet for admission 
into the advanced course.

Edward Knust, S. M., maintains the Sudent Bureau, interpreting the Uni­
versity to prospective students all over the country. 

Heavy enrollments in all educational institutions due to the influx 
of veterans obtaining college training under the G. I. Bill of Rights has 
greatly reduced the work of this office. However, Brother Knust has con­
tinued to circulate colorful and informative literature to some 500 high 
schools and to the public in general. Most of this material pertains to 
careers and how the University of Dayton can satisfy various educationcJ 
needs, however, emphasis is likewise placed on student life, athletics, 
and other activities on the campus. 

Looking to the future, Brother Knust envisages a Student Bureau 
with renewed activity in which personal contact rather than general in­
formation will be featured.

Jim Carter, just recently released from his duties as head basket­
ball and assistant football coach, came to U. D. in 1939. Carter is a gradu­
ate of Purdue University, where he starred in football and track. He and 
Duane Purvis formed the then much proclaimed "Touchdown-Twins." 
Carter made All-American in 1934 and played with the Collegiate All­
Stars against the Chicago Bears. After three years of su_ccessful coach­
ing, Carter joined the Flyers coaching staff. 

Possessing a keen knowledge of football and basketbalL as well 
as the abiity to impart it to others, Jim quicky experienced much success. 
In 1939 his cagers went on an Eastern tour and surprised the "big time" 
fans by defeating high scoring Rhode Island State and almost breaking 
Long Island's 41-game winning streak. However, since the resumption 
of basketball two seasons ago, Carter has been handicappd greatly by 
lack of height and inadequate practice facilities. Nevertheless, his squads 
continued to show the same hustle and indomitable courage so character­
istic of every U. D. team. The bright spot of this year's season was new­
comer Rip West's 290 points, which shattered the previous record of 245 
tallies set just a year ago by Bill Ginn.

In his senior year he was voted most valuable player and was honorably 
mentioned on the All-Ohio team. Quinn is a veteran having served as 
a bombadier in the Army Air Forces. Newly appointed this season, Quinn 
coached the Junior Varsity football and basketball teams.
